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Courts 1 and 2 to be resurfaced  
 
A frustration of many members for several years now has 
been the dip that has formed at the southern end of court 2. 
Much time has been spent with squeegees clearing the water 
out of the puddle before play. Fortunately, this will not be a 
problem for much longer!  
 
The Committee is pleased to announce that it recently 
accepted a quote to repair and resurface courts 1 and 2. The 
works will involve filling in the dip and levelling the court, as 
well as other minor repairs to sections of courts 1 and 2. A 
new plexipave surface will then be laid over both courts. 
 
The Committee is still waiting on confirmation from the 
contractor, but it is hoped these works can be completed in 
December 2006 and January 2007 in time for next season. 
This will mean two courts are unavailable for member use for 
approximately two months. This time has been chosen as it is 
between competition seasons and good weather is needed to 
ensure the plexipave surface is laid properly.  
 
Courts 3 and 4 will be available for use by members at all 
times during these repairs and the Club seeks the cooperation 
of members to work around this during what is often a busy 
period over the summer school holidays. 
 

Cinema Night 
 

Following the success of the cinema night earlier this year to 
see Match Point, another cinema night has been organised for 
Monday 11 December 2006. Once again the venue will be 
the newly renovated Sun Theatre in Yarraville. The movie will 
be Casino Royale, the new James Bond film starring Daniel 
Craig.

Why not mod-grass? 
 
A number of members have suggested the 
Club change to a mod-grass surface instead 
of plexipave. The Committee explored this 
option in great detail, but ultimately was 
forced not to proceed with it for a number  of 
reasons:  

• The cost of laying mod-grass is 
significant — more than $40,000 for two 
courts. As the Club is not on Council 
land, it is almost impossible to get grants 
from the Council to cover this cost. 

• The surface is only guaranteed to last 7–
10 years before it needs to be re-laid. 
In order to cover this and ongoing 
maintenance costs, membership fees 
would need to be increased significantly. 

• Courts 3 and 4 are multimarked and 
heavily used by the school. Mod-grass is 
not an option for these two courts as it is 
difficult to multimark mod-grass and the 
increased use by the school would result 
in quicker wearing out of the surface. 

• If only Courts 1 and 2 were changed to 
mod-grass, the Club would be left with 
two surfaces, which is not ideal, 
particularly when teams are sharing 
courts. 

The decision has therefore been made to 
resurface the courts in plexipave. Courts 1 
and 2 were last resurfaced in 1993, so have 
lasted 13 years and the cost of the 
resurfacing in plexipave is less than half the 
cost of laying mod-grass. The Committee 
therefore feels it has chosen a practical and 
financially sustainable option which is in the 
best interests of all members. 

Working Bee 
 

As many members may have noticed the Club’s courts are in urgent need of a tidy up. A Working Bee will be 
held on Sunday 26 November 2006 from 10.00 am. Tasks that will need to be completed on the day include: 
 

• Collecting rubbish from around the courts  
• Weeding 
• Cutting back trees 
• Clearing out gutters 

 
It is the responsibility of all Club members to ensure that the courts are kept tidy and all members are 
encouraged to come along. In particular, it is expected that at least two people from each of the competition 
teams attend to assist. A barbecue lunch will be provided for all those who take part. 
 
Please remember to bring along your gardening tools, gloves and plastic bags and wear suitable clothes.
