The Championships will be played over five Saturday afternoons. All entrants are expected to
be available on both days of the respective events.

Junior events are divided into
grades and juniors can enter events in their own grade level and a higher grade level.

Each event will be played in a Round Robin format with each player guaranteed at least 2
matches in each event. The exact format of each event will differ, depending on the number
of entries received.

Round Robin matches will be played as one first to four games set. Semi finals and finals will
be one first to six games set, with a tiebreak at six games all. Open and Junior A Grade finals
will be one eight game set with a tiebreak at eight games all.

All players in a given category must be present at the first time listed. Any players who will be
unavailable during these times or have to leave early or arrive late MUST note this under
"additional comments" on their entry form when they enter.
